Cost Share for Sealing (Decommissioning) Wells
The Fillmore SWCD will cost share 50% of the cost to seal a well up to a maximum of $1000 cost share (or a total cost of $2000; costs in excess of $2000 must be paid by the well owner).

The well must meet one of the following criteria in order to be eligible for cost share funds:

· The well must be sealed to allow correction of a failing septic system.

· The well is located in a designated wellhead protection area.

· The well is in an area subject to flooding.

· The well depth is known and the well penetrates at least one confining layer (making it a multi-aquifer well).

Special Flood Relief Cost Share is available until December 2010 for wells that were damaged in the August 2007 floods.  The cost share rate for these wells is 100% up to $800 cost share (costs in excess of $800 must be paid by the well owner).

Other program requirements:

· Only one application is accepted per person per year.

· The applicant must have an estimate of the cost from a contractor licensed to seal wells in Minnesota.

· Funds must be available and budgeted for well sealing in the year in which the request is made.

· Application must be made and approved by the SWCD Board prior to the well being sealed.

· Payment is made when an invoice is presented, a copy of the MDH Well Sealing Record is presented, and the SWCD Board approves payment.
